Tartan Weaving: 

You’ll need:  

- 1 precut piece of paper (included) 

- Paper strips (included) 

 

Make your own tartan to represent your clan! Weave the paper strips provided through 

your precut piece of paper by picking up every other loose end. When you start the next 

row, make sure you do the opposite pattern. For example, if you pick up the first loose 

end on the first row, start by picking up the second loose end for your second row. You 

can put the strips together in whatever order you’d like. To try a different design, 

simply slide the strips back out. Once you’ve made a pattern you like, you can secure a 

strip of tape across the bottom to lock the pieces in.
